If you use a metered dose inhaler (MDI), a spacer will help to
get the right dose of medicine into your lungs. Your doctor
can give you a spacer for free. Remember not to share your
spacer with anyone else, and ask for a new one every year.

Take the spacer apart (both the
small and the larger spacer

Do not rinse or wipe the spacer.
Leave the pieces on the side to
dry

e Seal the lips firmly around the

e Take 6 slow breaths in and out
through your mouth. Do not

remove the spacer from your
mouth between breaths

e Remove the spacer from your
mouth. Repeat steps 1-4 for
further doses
